The year 2009 was for Germany and for me personally a year with many important and positive happenings. For me, because it brought for me and my family the move to San Francisco in August, where I have the honor and pleasure to serve as consul general of the Federal Republic of Germany, covering the whole Pacific Northwest of the USA.
