Track 1: 
Proficiency track 
This track leads students to a certain goal after a certain number of 
years of schooling at the EGLS (e.g. the goal could be to pass an exam that gives students credit for college and/or to meet the requirements to study at a German college
)
. This track would be academically rigorous and students would be required to do homework. Within the academic track students
,
 there is the possibility that students will be separated by ability rather than age.
Track 2: 
Cultural Track
   
This track is for students who want to be exposed to the German language and the culture of German speaking countries. However, they are not necessarily interested in a rigorous academic program. It could be that the curriculum for the cultural track is the same as the
 one
 for the academic track but that students’ progress more slowly compared to students in the academic track.
